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Right now, having been out on the lake on 

Wednesday -- or both lakes on Wednesday, and having 

seen some much the issues firsthand, I believe, and 

it's my more considered opinion, that the Village 

Board and the Lake District Commissioners are 

perfectly proper in maintaining the slow/no-wake 

conditions. 

Recreational use is something that is 

discretionary. We enjoy it, yes. Do we have to do 

it? No. Is it something that is going to put 

people's lives at risk? Not necessarily. Although, 

there are a number of structures around the lake 

that are at or near water level that could pose a 

threat to high speed boating activities. 

Are we putting properties at risk? And 

this is where my observations are that there are a 

number of shoreline prevention structures, seawalls, 

revetment put in throughout around the areas, that 

are either overtopped or at danger of being 

overtopped. 

And if we add boat wake, for example, on 

top of the current wind waves and other, other 

natural phenomenon, we are putting those properties 

at further risk. 

So in the hierarchy of things, we're not 
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risking lives anymore. The big flood is past. But 

there are still properties in your community that 

are at risk. And so our recommendation would be to 

maintain the slow/no-wake regulations on this on 

these two lakes until such time as the water level 

is further diminished. 

And you can and I know the arguments. 

live been to a number of Lake District meetings over 

the last week where I can tell you what you're going 

to tell me during the public comment sessioni and 

that is, you know, there's only so many weeks of 

summer. We bought lake property to be able to use 

it. You know, we pay big taxes. That's always a 

favorite. And, yes, you do. I mean, all of those 

things are true, but sometimes we need to subjugate 

or subject our personal pleasures against the need 

of the community to protect other people's 

properties from damage. 

MR. THORNTON: Yes, sir? 

MR. SCHILDER: I ,know that our 

discretionary boating apparently puts things at 

risk. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Excuse me. Excuse me. 

If you're going to make a comment, that's fine: 

MR. SCHILDER: Sure. Happy to do it. 
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
