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engineering money that's already been spent on
natural erosion. Now you're not going to be able to
ask [phonetic] for money again. To go and spend
more on engineering and hydrology studies -- because
the hydrology study in a private sector is very,
very, very expensive. And you will to find that
it's going to cost you an enormous amount of money
to do so. And we don't have enough funds to stretch
right now.

We do have the funds that I think is
incrementally increasing the budget right now woula
be fair to operate the situation we're going to move
to right now as a Lake District and an entire
village.

'I guess all we can do as a Village that
this Board does due-diligence to keep the pressure
on SEWRPC to get this thing planned. So we have a
plan before the year end is out; before
December 31st that we have a finished document.

That we know what our situation is, so we have the
money in the damn budget to fix the spillway to
address this issue so people can go and use the
lakes.

MS. FLODEEN: But, Bob, that's still not

answering by question.
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
