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funneled to the Village President and the Board of 

Commissioners, and I'm going to say still be 

funneled to Bob Livingston until the time that he 

physically steps down. 

VILLAGER: Is that a motion? 

COMMISSIONER CONNOLLY: Can't make a 

motion. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: It's not on the 

agenda. Can't do that. I'm making a 

recommendation. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Bob? Bill? Sorry. 

MR. HASS: Bill Hass, 110 Cobblestone 

Court, speaking for Laura. 

Laura had a brainstorming session last 

night. And the notes from that session, as well as 

some of the comments from today, are reflected in 

the handout that I made and will make available to 

the Village Trustees. 

But basically it has three points: One, 

\
"immediately suspend enforcement of the no-wake 

ordinance to prevent normal boating despite 

marginally high lake levels as this is causing 

economic hardship to local business that exceed any 

potential impact to boats, piers or shoreline." 

This has been done. There's got to be a cost 
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benefit and a risk analysis. You're really risking 

a lot. All the projects that we've approved are 

good for the lake. You got to have some wiggle 

room. 

Second, this fall and winter 2008/2009, 

begin actions now to prevent or replace the small 

damn board and/or system and supplement it by 

installing a spillway and/or slew space to better 

control lake levels with a minimum of human 

intervention." Human intervention has been a big 

problem in causing all this stuff in the past. 

Third, "as soon as possible inform McHenry 

and Twin Lakes waterfront property owners of the 

range of lake levels and how they might inspect and 

encourage them in how to mitigate the impact of 

higher water levels." Property owners have a 

responsibility, not to hold back the whole 

community. 

At this time we will be submitting a 

petition with over a hundr~d names, or approximately 

a hundred names that were signed today, encouraging 

you to return to the 14-inch lake level. Thank you. 

And anybody in favor of something like 

that, raise their hand. Opposed?

Particularly, I'm 

interested in what was the level that it was at when 

it was open on the 4th of July weekend. And I'll 

repeat the email.

There has been some discussion that 

possibly you could look for any update information 

in our wonderful tax bills that come around 

Christmas that if there's any possibility that 

things are going forward to be aware of a changing 

level for the lakes that people are aware of for 

things for piers or shorelines. 

MR. LUKOWICZ: lId like to know an 

official statement out as to the level of the 4th of 

July. I've got a very, very highly sophisticated 

method of measuring the lake level. It's the stairs 

coming down from our piers. 

And then on the 4th of July it was about a 
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half inch above the third step down. Today it's 

about three inches above it. So if that tells you 

anything Highly sophisticated.
