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question, and then I'm done -- is: There's been 

several other lakes in the area that have gone to 

spillway. Now, how did they get to do their 

spillway in less than a year? 

(Applause.) 

MR. WRENCH: For example -- I think Bob, 

you know, all the different lakes. They all have 

spillways. 

But the natural flow is what we should be 

concerned about. And if we get the natural flow to 

go out -- and the Village Board won't have to worry 

about pulling a damn board -- we have a natural 

damn. We're protecting a damn. I don't see why we 

just don't do it. And it is above the current level 

of the damn. To me, it's something that we to go 

down and do in a day, if the water was low. 

So that's all I got to say. Thank you. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Can I have your 

attention? We're going to put -- this is getting 

too drawn out -- put a two-minute time limit on your
\ 

speaking. Tom's going to watch the watch. So go 

ahead. 

MR. LENZ: Okay. I'll make this -­

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Name and address, 

please. 
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MR. THORNTON: Name and address, please. 

MR. LENZ: Bob Lenz, 216 West Park Drive. 

I'm admiring your chart there. I can't 

help but notice that the water level prior to the 

4th of July in Liberty Fest was a lot higher than it 

is now. And I'm wondering why it is okay to open 

the lake for Liberty Fest and the 4th of July, when 

the water level was clearly higher than it is now? 

Why isn't it okay to open now? Thank you. 

(Applause.) 

MR. THORNTON: At this point I'm afraid I 

don't have enough information to respond to that 

questio~. I'm sorry. 

MR. SCHILDER: Mr. Thornton, you seem like 

a very nice man. But it seems to me -- and I don't 

see how you can be blind -- but it appears to be 

impropriety you taking-a personal trip with Judy 

Jooss, who's on the other side of this issue. I 

believe now that your objectivity is suspect, and I 

think you should recuse yo~rself and get someone 

else who's objective. Because, obviously, you're 

it.
