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we did last fall to that barge. And we tried to 

winter it over, but there was some strong winter 

winds blew the tarp off of it up at the Village, on 

a street at the sanitation department. And we're 

looking for an adequate place to restore it up there 

again this winter. 

That boat, I'd like to see more use out of 

it for more testing, but it is a bulky boat to 

launch. Maybe if we can find a place to harbor it 

all summer in the lake and not have to pull it out 

every time we put it in. It maybe be simpler just 

to have a place to park that boat at one of the 

municipality launch sites now. 

Go ahead, Joey. 

Continuing to work with water patrol in 

identifying parcels from the lake. The Police 

Department and our Village is trying to do that. 

And, folks, if you have a waterfront property, if 

you can put a marker on it, we'll know where the 

address is so if there's �~ case of an emergency, the 

police boat can find that address from in the water. 

Be sure to pick up a Safety Code Sticker. 

Those Safety Code Stickers were made by the Boat 

User Conflict Committee to try to educate the 

public. I dropped them off at marinas. Bill Hass 
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has them back here. Please give to your friends and 

family members, your neighbors that use boats to try 

to educate those folks on proper boat ethics. 

Considering the high lake levels, and even 

when it does come out, the slow/no-wake, a lot you 

have enjoyed the boating activities you always want 

to be out there for: Please try to adhere to those 

codes if you could, and try to educate younger -­

the younger folks out there the importance of those 

ethics, please. 

The Village has negotiated leases for 

piers for marina slips to offset the cost to 

maintain our launch, which is our new boat launch. 

That is the buoy boat. That lifts and pulls in the 

buoys and cables with the heavy weights on them to 

stabilize those in the lake. We had to replace some 

buoys because some of the boaters have just 

literally driven right them over them and cut them 

in half last summer. So we had to reinvest in more 

buoys again. 

I would hope that you folks educate your 

friends and families that a "no-wake buoy~ means a 

no-wake buoy -- not to speed right next to them and 

cut it off with your prop. You're not going to 

solve any problems by doing that. And that happens 
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
