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the farmer doesn't host his own retention pond? And 

would you like to buy my property to add that 

retention pond? Because I know nobody wouldn't want 

to live in this house. So do we have a project in 

force so I can live on my property? 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: We had sent the 

project out to bid, Christine. And the bids came in 

much higher than we can afford to pay for. So it's 

going to try to get re-bid. 

MS. DeGRYSE: Trying isn't good enough for 

me. I need to answer about -- to help -­

PRESIDENT SKINNER: It's going to be 

re-bid.. 

MS. DeGRYSE: Okay. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Is that the answer 

you're looking for? 

MS. DeGRYSE: It will be re-bid. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Yes. 

MS. DeGRYSE: So how do we raise money 

then for our neighborhood tb -- our neighborhood is 

six years old. And of course there's been more 

properties and more subdivisions and more 

communities built. So this is a long-standing 

issue. And I know that we need an innovative board, 

an innovative community to take care of the people 
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that have been around supporting the community for a 

long period of time -- as well as newcomers. 

So my curiosity is: How could this be 

funded then? 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Funding for the 

project is through the Lake District. That's what 

we're trying to do. 

MS. DeGRYSE: When you have the new bid, 

and you have the answer to help our neighborhood, 

would you mind contacting me then, please? 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: I'm sorry? 

MS. DeGRYSE: When you get a new bid, and 

you know how to rectify the issue in our 

neighborhood! would you please contact me? 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Sure. 

MS. DeGRYSE: Thank you. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Sure. 

MR. DeGRYSE: Thank you for letting me 

talk.

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: No problem, sir. 

Appreciate it. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Marsha? 

MS. UCKERMANN: Marsha Aukerman, 1510 

Pheasant. 

Why do we have to get Randall's water? 
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CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: That's a good 

question. Unfortunately, our drain fees goes over 

Village borders. And Randall Township drains 

that portion of the Township drains into the Village 

of Twin Lakes. 

MS. AUKERMAN: So why don't they change it 

to drain the other way? 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Well, because 

it's not really a place you just go grab it. It's 

on other people's property -- some of it's farmland;N 

some of it's residential. 

MS. AUKERMAN: Well, as you said last week 

was, it amounted to, which was very nice, there was 

five properties under water due to that. The 

screens are not over any of these pipes. 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Yes. 

MS. AUKERMAN: So anything can go down. 

And the water was so dirty you would not have gone 

in there. Why, why are we getting such dirty water 

then? 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Because you have 

ditches there that are not being protected. You 

have open soil areas. 

MS. AUKERMAN: Then why
 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: I -- ma'am,
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you're preaching to the choir. I already I know 

this backward and forward from everybody. I 

appreciate the problems you're under down there. I 

didn't make the problem. I've been trying to 

correct it for five years, and I'm not going 

anywhere. 

MS. AUKERMAN: How come we don't have 

culverts on our street? 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: That's something 

to take up with your Village Trustees. 

MS. AUKERMAN: Oh. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: No, we're Lake 

Commissioners. 

MS. DeGRYSE: Excuse me. One more point: 

I -- is it true that it's illegal to 

direct your water onto somebody else's property? 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: You're 

technically correct. As you look at property lines, 

most properties should drain to 

MS. DeGRYSE: So' then who do I take this 

up with? 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Well, that's a 

difficult situation. The amount of water we'd had 

this year is very unique. It's the kind of rains we 

haven't been used to. So our infrastructure cannot 
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keep up with this kind of flow rates. And we are 

backed up with mounts of hardened -- more hard 

surfaces farther west and southwest than usual. 

Unfortunately, I'm not sure what the 

answer is right now. I'm not familiar with your 

particular area. At Esch -- I don't know if Esch 1S 

going to be able to control your situation on Park. 

I'm not sure yet. I haven't -­

MS. DeGRYSE: Well, they have like 

eight-foot culverts, and they come down to 

two-and-a-half-inch culverts. 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: And that's to 

your home? 

MS. DeGRYSE: It's right there, so then it 

just rushes out the -­

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: The land. 

MS. DeGRYSE: -- rushes out the land. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: South of Lance Park. 

MS. DeGRYSE: And it just 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Okay. 

MS. DeGRYSE: It sits on the property next 

to me, which is Village owned; and then there's my 

property, so it's -- it's an acre lake. 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Is this off on 

the Blueberry area? 
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PRESIDENT SKINNER: Can I address it? 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Yeah, go ahead. 

ADMINISTRATOR COX: You need a mike. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: I can speak loud 

enough. 

We know what Christine's problem is. We 

know where the water's going there. We have 

contract with Batchelor and Woodman to do a design 

for a drainage between the two rows of houses on -­

correct me if I'm wrong, but Pheasant and -- Dave? k 

ADMINISTRATOR COX: Willow. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: -- Pheasant and 

Willow." 

MR. DeGRYSE: Willow and Pheasant. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: So that would 

Jimmie, what you had cleaned out down there is going 

to get redesigned. That's the next step for that 

area. 

I told you that, Christine, at the 

beginning of the meeting --\ or before of the 

meeting. Excuse me. 

MR. DeGRYSE: But nobody cleans their 

culverts at all. It's sad. 

PRESIDENT SKINNER: Okay, Bob? 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Well, if you read 
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this 

Can you go to the next one, Joey, please? 

If there's anymore? Is that it? 

MR. BERGERON: That's it. 

CHAIRPERSON LIVINGSTON: Thank you.
